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The greatest ‘success’ of the welfare state in NW Europe has been that it managed to create an
image of the welfare state as a neutral political project, aimed at including ‘everyone’ as a
social citizen in an imagined democratic national state. A welfare state —it was expected-
would bring equality, freedom, justice. In reality however, the political history of welfare
states is full of anti-communism, cold war rhetoric, racist colonialism and cruel gender
ideologies. Not everyone was included, and the price of social inclusion could be extremely
high. This has been experienced by human beings whose gender, sexuality, race or political
dreams did not fit national and economic agenda’s. This argument will be illustrated with
historical examples from histories of (Dutch and other) welfare regimes. | will also argue that
welfare states are historically part of a transnational economic systems.

In contemporary political and policy debates about welfare such histories, and the resistance
they produced, are useful and important. They might help to see that the destruction of state
welfare as can be observed all over the world today is not only a disruption, but in a sense
also a continuation of the history of welfare states.
